Emphasis will be on 
development and improvement of setting, spiking, 
volleying and blocking. Tennis shoes and socks are a 
must. 
HPEX-9980  CFK: Step Aerobics
This course is designed to benefit the student in 
learning about the development of cardiovascular 
fitness, basic aerobic terminology, exercise 
procedures, weight control and injury prevention.

j
JRNX-3180  CFK: Creative Photography
This course is designed to introduce you to the 35mm 
camera and its operation, lighting and the use of 
photographs to tell a story. Students must provide 
their own camera, film and film processing. (Cost of 
film and processing will vary, but should not exceed 
$30.)

LAEX-3400  CFK: Crime Scene Detective
Students will take a behind-the-scenes look at 
crime, including the reconstruction of a visual image 
of possible suspects, extracting fingerprints and 
collecting and preserving evidence. Instruction by 
local police officials will be provided. 
LAEX-3440  CFK: Laws, Trials and Verdicts
Criminal laws, felonies, misdemeanors, preteen and 
teen rights are legal system topics that you will learn 
about in this class. Participate in the judicial process 
as you take part in the intrigue and suspense of a 
modern trial.

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MECX-1540  CFK: Toys R You
Explore the physics of toys through prediction, 
experimentation and production. You’ll use magnets, 
motors and even rubber bands to create your own 
toys.
 
MECX-1980  CFK: Build & Fly Kites
Let’s go fly a kite!  Learn the history of kites, the 
aerodynamic principles behind kite flying, and how 
to construct different types of kites. On the last day 
of class, students will fly their constructed kites and 
observe kite flying demonstrations.
 
MEDX-5460  CFK: ER
How do health professionals save lives in hospital 
emergency rooms? Learn the wonders of the human 
body and experience setting a broken bone. This 
experience will expand your awareness of different 
medical careers.
 
MTHX-1001  CFK: Wild and Crazy Math Games
This course is designed to help build confidence in 
math as well as make math a fun learning experience. 
New concepts will be taught, and each concept is 
accompanied by a game to remember the concept. In 
Jenga Math we see who can build the highest tower 
with the most correct math problems (this is also 
team building to help students learn to work together). 
Other games include Memory Math, Wheel of Fortune 
Math, I Spy the Answer, Beat the Clock, and Beat the 
Teacher.
 
MTHX-1070  CFK: MSI: Math Scene Investigation
Do you like to investigate things? Learn to think like 
a forensics expert in solving problems with math. 
You can learn how to find the missing number in an 
equation, find the missing words in a story problem, 
see how your growth compares to your friends, and 
how much we have grown from birth. You can also 
learn how to use math to solve everyday mysteries, 
both real and imagined. Join us as you become an 
MSI for CFK.
 
MTHX-1090  CFK: Math, Money and Life
This class is an experience in math, money and 
life. Through games, activities and guest speakers, 
students will use math skills to learn about the many 
financial responsibilities they will be faced with as 
they grow into adulthood. The class will review earning 
money, managing a household, budgeting, banking 
and investing, paying taxes, and preparing for careers.
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MTHX-1100  CFK: Divisibility Math
This higher-level math class will teach students to 
learn divisibility rules of math that will allow them 
to master quickly reducing fractions, divide large 
numbers, and identify prime and composite numbers. 
Games will be incorporated to help students gain 
interest, including card games and speed math card 
games. There will be team and individual competitions 
between classmates and other divisibility math 
classes.

MTHX-3050  CFK: Algebra
This course uses a conceptual approach. The 
algebraic method is viewed as a problem-solving tool. 
Through the use of math teasers, students can apply 
acquired skills to real-world situations. Equations, 
ratios, variables and expressions, simplifying and 
combining inequalities will be studied.
 
MTHX-5050  CFK: Pre-Algebra
This course will build a foundation of algebraic 
concepts through the use of manipulatives and 
cooperative learning. Concepts include algebraic 
expressions, linear equations, polynomials, factoring, 
inequalities, geometry, statistics and graphing. 
Problem solving, reasoning, estimation and 
connections between math and everyday applications 
will be emphasized throughout Pre-Algebra.
 
MTHX-5420  CFK: Brain Busters
Gain knowledge of problem-solving skills through 
analogies, logic problems, plexers, and other puzzles 
and games.
 
MTHX-5540  CFK: Geometric Connection
Students work hands-on in the classroom with 
various geometric objects. They will construct various 
geometric objects and compare volumes and sizes 
with one another. We will create our own architectural 
structures in classroom and compare and contrast 
with real-life buildings. Does a pentagon surround 
more square footage than a square building? Let’s 
build together and find out.

MTHX-5580  CFK: Math Quest
Come review math skills in a fun way. Explore games, 
puzzles and activities that make problem-solving fun.
 
MTHX-5810  CFK: Fractions and Decimals
Come review math skills that will allow you to problem 
solve with fractions, whole numbers and decimals. 
Fun word problems will assist in understanding these 
basic math principles.
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MTHX-5900  CFK: Math - Brushing Up the Basics
This class will review basic math concepts per grade 
levels and per student needs. This is the perfect 
class for the advanced student needing additional 
instruction in math.
 
MUSX-2050  CFK: Drum Beat
Learn to play all types of drums. You will be able to 
play solo and as part of an ensemble. This course 
will build a basic foundation in rhythm principles. All 
teaching will be hands-on in a continuous rotation for 
all the percussion instruments in the class. By the end 
of the session, the students will be performing as an 
ensemble.
 
MUSX-3230  CFK: Vocal Music
Students in this course will rehearse and sing music in 
the character of a Broadway show.
 
MUSX-3630  CFK: Piano
If you want to learn to improve your piano playing, you 
can’t afford to miss this valuable class! These are not 
complicated theories that take countless numbers of 
hours to learn, they are simple easy-to-understand 
principles that every musician should know and utilize.
 
MUSX-5960  CFK: Piano, Intermediate
This intermediate piano class requires prior 
knowledge of notes, scales and chords. Students will 
purchase their own supplies.

PSCX-1120  CFK: Physics
You don’t have to be a rocket scientist to understand 
physics! This course offers a fun, effective and totally 
painless way to learn the fundamentals and general 
concepts of physics.

PSCX-1130  CFK: Blast Off
Join us as we play our way through an introductory 
understanding of physics by creating, building and 
racing our own boats and cars. Students will also build 
and launch model rockets and explore the far reaches 
of space.
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RDGX-1000  CFK: Reading Explorations
Explore the various origins of words and languages 
through investigative reading, exploratory writing, 
and fascinating experiments. This class will follow a 
particular series and include studies from symbols to 
sciences.

RDGX-1480  CFK: Speed Reading
Learn how to finish your homework reading 
assignments more quickly and breeze through your 
favorite novels! Techniques for reading faster and 
gaining a better understanding of what you read will 
be explored.
 
RDGX-3320  CFK: Read It Right
Is reading hard work for you instead of fun? This 
class teaches you how to remember what you’ve 
read, improve your reading speed, and make reading 
more exciting. Required text available at the College 
Bookstore.
 
RDGX-3730  CFK: The Story Hour
Children will be educated, entertained and 
mesmerized as our professional storyteller shares 
stories and tales from around the world.
 
RDGX-3740  CFK: Joy of Reading
Review books, identify writing styles, and enhance 
reading comprehension in this creative book review 
class. Classic books, poems and articles will be 
selected for appropriate age levels.
 
RDGX-3850  CFK: The 3-Rs
Beginning skills of reading, writing and arithmetic will 
be taught.

SCIX-1000  CFK: Water, Water, Everywhere
Is water the oil of tomorrow? Are we running out? Is 
rainwater collection soon going to be a necessity for 
every household? What do the sciences of botany, 
ecology, microbiology, meteorology and engineering 
have to do with rainwater? Discover the science of 
water collection and use from ancient civilizations 
to today through hands-on experiments and 
demonstrations.
 

SCIX-1010  CFK: Eco-Kids...Going Green
We can all make a difference in our environment, 
while saving the Earth and its resources for centuries 
to come. This class will use games, experiments 
and research to learn about ecology. Topics include 
determining if the air in your community is clean, 
items that nature recycles naturally, composting, 
conservation and recycling, and much more. Expert 
ecologists from the community will serve as guest 
speakers. Come have fun and learn about ecology.
 
SCIX-1060  CFK: Astronomy
Discover the wonders of the universe! Become 
familiar with the stars, the constellations and their 
myths, and other galactic wonders.
 
SCIX-1290  CFK: Texas Critters and Creepy 		
		  Crawlers
Discover and explore the wildlife and environment 
of Texas by studying its critters and creepy crawlers. 
Study, collect and observe native Texas insects. Learn 
about Texas wildlife: armadillos, alligators, scorpions, 
snakes and other interesting creatures that share our 
Texas landscape.
 
SCIX-1300  CFK: LEGOS
Investigate the properties of simple machines (gears, 
levers, wheels, axles). Use special sets from Legos 
Dacta to build and operate simple machine models. 
Show off your project on “Gear-Up Day.”
 
SCIX-1330  CFK: Science Adventure
Come learn about the wonderful world of science as 
you explore a variety of science adventures related to 
chemistry, biology and the environment.

SCIX-2000  CFK: LEGOS Robotics

Prolab system! Apply basic robotic fundamentals in a 
hands-on, problem-solving lab. Using motors, lights, 
sensors and resource bricks, you will make your own 
innovations in robotics.
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SCIX-2020  CFK: Mad Scientist
Study the fascinating world of science as you conduct 
experiments and learn the basic concepts of biology, 
chemistry, physics, botany, meteorology and many 
other sciences.
 
SPEX-1520  CFK: Sign Language, Beginning
Introduction to learning communication through sign 
language. Required textbook available at the College 
Bookstore.
 
SPEX-1610  CFK: Debate
Learn to develop and effectively present rational, fact-
based arguments on both sides of a selected issue.

SPEX-1630  CFK: Broadcast Announcing
Improve your speaking voice and learn about 
radio announcing, commercial voice-overs, sports 
announcing, and broadcast anchor work.
 
SPNX-1320  CFK: Spanish, Beginning
This is a course in Spanish conversation with 
emphasis on listening comprehension and 
speaking skills. Activities will be based on 
vocabulary topics of general student interest and 
ability. 
 
SPNX-1680  CFK: Spanish, Intermediate
Conversational Spanish is for students with some prior 
knowledge of Spanish. Class will include intermediate 
to advanced skills in listening, comprehension and 
speaking.
