o As an undergraduate student, has not completed as of the beginning of the semester or term a number 

of semester credit hours that is considered to be excessive under TEC Section 54.014, unless permitted 
to complete those hours by the institution on a showing of good cause.

~ Section 54.014   
• EXCESSIVE UNDERGRADUATE HOURS.  (a)  Exceeds by at least 30 hours the number of semester credit hours required 

for completion of the degree program in which the student is enrolled.  For purposes of this subsection, an undergraduate 
student who is not enrolled in a degree program is considered to be enrolled in a degree program.
